· Completion of either the advanced global health or advanced community theory course (NRSG 428 or NRSG 429)
· Completion of the 4 Aboriginal Health and Cultural Safety Modules (i.e. N313, HINT 408)
All applications will be reviewed by the Global Health Committee. In the event that there are not enough placements for all applications, priority will go to Indigenous students and/or students planning to go to their home community. There will be some funding available to help support the cost of travel and accommodation. The amount of funding for a student will be based on the available funds, location of placements, and number of students applying.
